SHANGHAI ATTRACTIONS

French Concession

An area once designated for the French traders and businessman in
Shanghai. Today, it is one of the hippest places in town endowed
with European style buildings, busy shopping streets and a trendy

café scene.

XinTianDi

District, and is known for its unique Shanghai architecture, blending
European and Chinese elements.
